Framing of Waste Reduction 

Paper ð 17% 
 
Recycling one ton of paper (400 reams) 

saves the equivalent of the following: 

Å17 trees 

Å two barrels of oil (enough to run the 

average car for 1,260 miles) 

Å4,100 kilowatts of energy (enough power 

for the average home for six months) 

Å3.2 cubic yards of landfill space, or 

Å60 pounds of pollution.

Å Global e-waste topped 41.8 

metric tons of electrical 

and electronic products 

Å Almost 60 percent was a 

mix of large and small 

equipment used in homes 

and businesses. 

Å Globally, the e-waste 

generated in 2014 

contained an estimated 

value of $52 billion
